Three Panel Scarf Instructions 

Yarn 

(A) 1 ball of Lion Brand Suede (Olive) 
(B) 1 ball of Lion Brand Homespun (Ranch) 
(C) 1 ball of Lion Brand Vanna's Choice (Rust) 
(D) 1 ball of Lion Brand Suede (Mocha) 
(E) 1 ball of Lion Brand Homespun (Apple Green) 
(F) 1 ball of Lion Brand Vanna's Choice (Mustard) 
(G) 1 ball of Lion Brand Suede (Spice) 
(H) 1 ball of Lion Brand Homespun (Sunshine State) 
(I) 1 ball of Lion Brand Vanna's Choice (Honey) 
(J) 1 ball of Lion Brand Suede (Ecru) 

Crochet Hook 

Size 11.50 mm 

Abbreviations: 

ch – chain dc – double crochet lp - loop sp - space 

How-to Make: 

Panel 1: 

(Combine yarns A, B & C) ch 40 

Row 1 

dc into 3rd ch from hook, dc into each ch across, turn 

Row 2 

ch 3, dc into each dc across, turn 
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Row 3 

ch 3, dc into each dc across, fasten off 

Panels 2 & 3 

repeat pattern for Panels #2 and #3 by combining yarns D, E, F, and G, H, & I 

Attach Panels 

Thread large eye needle with Yarn J, whip stitch the short end of Panel # 1 to panel # 2, and 
repeat attaching the other end of Panel # 2 to Panel #3, weave in all ends 

Fringes 

Cut 20 inch strips of Yarns A ,B, C, D, E, F, G, and I 

Fringe #1 

Combine 1 strip each of yarn A, B, and C to create one fringe and loop through a lp sp on the end 
of the scarf, pull to secure 

Fringe #2 

Combine 1 strip each of yarn D, E, and F to create one fringe and loop through a lp sp on the end 
of the scarf, pull to secure 

Fringe #3 

Combine 1 strip each of yarn J, H, & I to create one fringe and loop through a lp sp on the end of 
the scarf, pull to secure 

repeat until you have desired amount of fringes
